FEES: (i) Surveyor’s Certificate/ Overman’s Certificate of Competency examination: Rs. 600/-, only Demand Draft payable to DGMS at Dhanbad
(issued by all Banks) shall be accepted. Indian Postal Order shall not be accepted. None need apply who does not possess qualifications and
practical experience in mines as prescribed under Regulation 14 &16 of the Coal Mines Regulations, 2017 read with relevant bye-laws and who do
not hold valid First Aid, Sirdar's and Gas-testing certificate. The validity of First Aid certificate should extend to a date, which is not earlier than the
date of the examination. No provisional certificate shall be accepted. Practical experience prescribed under Regulation 17 of the Coal Mines
Regulations, 2017 and conditions attached therewith under relevant bye-laws are as below:

Application form should be accompanied by: (i) The prescribed form duly filled in with recent attested passport size photographs affixed at the space
provided therein. (ii) SELF ATTESTED PHOTOCOPIES OF ALL CERTIFICATES SHALL BE SUBMITTED. HOWEVER, MEDICAL AND
CHARACTER CERTIFICATES SHALL BE SUBMITTED IN ORIGINAL ONLY. Other original certificates/ documents shall be required only
at the time of ORAL EXAMINATIONS. (iii) Two self-addressed, stamped (Rs.40/- each) envelopes of size 22 cm x 10 cm enclosing four additional
passport size attested photographs with name written clearly on front side (top). THE APPLICATIONS WILL BE RECEIVED BY POST ONLY
AND NOT BY HAND/ PERSONAL DELIVERY. Applications, which are not properly filled in, and are not accompanied by the required
documents, shall stand rejected without any reference. All old and new candidates must submit all required documents along with the application to
avoid rejection. NO DOCUMENT SHALL BE ACCEPTED LATER. Application form along with all required certificates/ documents should be
sent to THE DIRECTOR OF MINES SAFETY (EXAMS) & THE SECRETARY, BOARD OF MINING EXAMINATIONS,
DIRECTORATE GENERAL OF MINES SAFETY, DHANBAD-826001 (JHARKHAND) BY REGISTERED POST ONLY SO AS TO
REACH ON OR BEFORE 27" November, 2018 (latest by 17:00 Hrs.). Applications received after the prescribed last date will be summarily
rejected. The Board takes no responsibility for any delay in receipt or loss of any communication in postal transit during entire examination process.
NB - (i) Applicants are requested to furnish valid E-mail id for correspondence. Call letters / admit cards / rejection letters will be sent only to the E-
mail id as furnished in the application and will not be delivered at the postal address. Applicants are requested to regularly check their E-mail.
Applicants are also requested to bring the printed copy of Call letters / admit cards received by E-mail to the exam center / interview center.

(ii) Applicants who had appeared earlier in similar examinations shall mention the ID Number and Roll Number with the year of last examination
without fail.

(iii) Mobile phones, pagers or any other communication devices are not allowed inside the premises where the examination is being conducted. Any
infringement shall entail disciplinary action including cancellation of candidature and debarment for three years from future examinations conducted
by the Board of Mining Examination.

(iv) All candidates applying for Overman’s and Surveyor’s examinations under the CMR 2017, are required to submit their applications in the
prescribed new format (as uploaded in www.dgms.gov.in) with the prescribed revised fees.



However candidates, who have applied earlier in the year 2017, for the above mentioned examinations under CMR 1957 and who’s Applications
including documents have not been returned, need not submit the required documents (if already submitted). They are required to submit only
applications in the prescribed new format (as uploaded in www.dgms.gov.in) with the prescribed revised fees (excluding the amount already paid).
